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The Degree Requirement Credit is 38 credits, 10 credits of Required Credit (including 6 credits
of Master's Thesis Courses) and take at least 28 credits of Elective Course.
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Students can take 6 credits of other departments’ Master's Thesis Course at most and follow the
rules required by Graduate School of Applied Chinese Studies Department.
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“Introduction to Linguistics, Rhetoric, Generality to Literature, Speeches & Debate, Reading on
Chinese Prose with Writing Practice, Introduction to Chinese Classics & Literature”
these 7 courses are Chinese Teacher’s Education Program Courses, which will not be counted in
Degree Requirement Credit.
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Graduate School of Applied Chinese Studies Department can give summer vacation classes to
our students who take Teacher Education Program.
